Fall 2023 - enroll in at least 8 units, including the Leadership 111 class in Santa Maria, which meets Monday and 
Wednesday from 11:30am – 1:50pm.  The first payment of $250 will be processed if/when the student passes the 
Leadership 111 class with a C or better and obtains at least a 2.0 GPA.   
 

Spring 2024 - enroll in at least 8 units, including the Leadership 112 class in Santa Maria, which meets Monday 
and Wednesday from 11:30am – 1:50pm.  The second payment of $250 will be processed if/when the student 
passes the Leadership 112 class with a C or better and obtains at least a 2.0 GPA.
